With regard to the different conditions of
the overall management in the territory of the national
parks, which is aimed especially at giving preference to
natural biological processes, the game management is
governed by internal MoE directives that have undergone
review procedure in the relevant sections of the
appropriate departments.

The MoE as the founding authority not only

co-operates with the national parks and provides
methodical guidance but is also the supreme state
authority of game management for their territory and it
also exercises the authority delegated to the Regions in
the remaining areas of the Czech Republic.

THE BASIC PRINCIPLES OF MANAGEMENT OF FREE-LIVING GAME

ANIMALS IN THE TERRITORY OF THE NATIONAL PARKS

1. The primary aim of the management of free living game animals is to achieve a natural balance in the ecosystems within the territory of the national
parks. The execution of the hunting rights is one of the instruments which assist in the accomplishment of this aim as part of the management

of free living game animals.

2. To sustain, by ensuring the consistent protection, improvement and stabilisation of selected biotopes, viable populations of endangered indigenous

species of free living animals, such as capercaille, black grouse, hazel grouse, river otter, etc.

3. To improve comprehensive management of the indigenous species which have so far been, or will be in the future, reintroduced, or which naturally

migrate, such as lynx, moos, etc., and to try to stabilise their populations.

4. Through the purposeful controlled regulation of hoofed game stock, to regulate its population density to a manageable level, which should be based
on the interests and needs of nature conservation, the annual carrying capacity of the hunting districts, the accessibility of food for game, current
development and the damages caused by game, terrain configuration and the altitude, in time schedules specified in the management plans of each
national park (the management concept of free living game animals must be an inseparable part of the national park management plan);
to emphasise improvement of the sex ratios, social and age structure of the population.

5. To gradually reduce and finally eliminate undesired game species in national parks, such as mouflon, fallow deer and sika deer, and introduced
species which are undesirable in the wild nature, such as raccoon dog, raccoon, American mink, etc., while respecting the relevant laws.

6. As part of the preference for natural processes, through a suitable management scheme, to take advantage of the existence of the current
populations of carnivorous big game in order to optimise the stock of some game which comprises part of their food chain.

EXECUTION OF HUNTING
RIGHTS IN THE TERRITORY
OF THE NATIONAL PARKS

. The management of free living game animals is subjected to the aims
of the national park and the needs of nature conservation, provision
of primary targets, and also to the principles of hunting ethics and the
principles of protection of animals against cruelty. For these reasons,
the execution of hunting rights can be limited or prohibited in an area
or at a particular time (Sections 21 and 66 of Act 114/1992 Coll., the
Protection of Nature and Landscape Act as subsequently amended,
or Sect. 4 and 61 Par. 3 of the Game Management Act.)

2. The primary limiting conditions to the execution of hunting rights are
stated in the decision of the hunting district approval.

3. Game management is part of the overall management for the
protection of the area, and the execution of hunting rights must
therefore not be based on a unilateral commercial management of
game.

4. In hunting districts where the National Park Administration is the
occupier, commercial (fee based) hunting of all types of deer is
prohibited.

5. Game management and the execution of hunting rights must be
provided in such a manner as to allow the population density of each
species to ensure their biological reproduction but not to endanger the
stability of the ecosystems.

6. Controlled regulation (hunting) of game, which is part of the
management of free living animals in the national parks, must respect
the biological processes and substitute for the absence of big
predators in the given area.

7. The aim of the management of free living game in the national parks
is not the hunting of trophy game to achieve important recognition of
the trophy value under the international rules. As part of the
maintenance of biological and ethologic processes, a restriction is
placed on the hunting of dominant specimens which do not show any
phenotype faults and injuries, and which could achieve, or which have
achieved, a remarkable physical growth or important trophy values, as
it is one of the assumptions that these are the carrier of high quality
genetic information within the population.

As part of the maintenance of biological and ethologic processes, with
hoofed game, the hunting of males of age class Il which do not show
any apparent phenotype faults and injuries is prohibited during the
reproduction period (rutting season):

—Red deer:  15-30 September
— Roe deer: 15 July—10 August
—Wild boar: 01 December—31 January,

except for areas where capercaille, black grouse and hazel grouse
are bred)

8. The director of the national park may decide to impose further
restrictions on the hunting of particular game species in the territory
of the national park.

9. The Ministry of Environment, as the supreme state authority for game
management, defines, for the hunting districts in the national parks,
the basic limiting conditions which it recommends to the state
authorities of game management in the sense of the provisions set
forth in Sect. 4 Par. 1 and Sect. 21 and 66 of Act 114/1992 Coll., the
Protection of Nature and Landscape Act as subsequently amended,
so that these are also introduced as binding for the other hunting
districts within the national park. The basic limiting conditions are:

9.1 In hunting districts where the National Park Administration is the
occupier:

a) The National Park Administration will not hunt mallard, common
pochard, tufted duck, coot, grey leg goose, bean goose, white-
fronted goose, brown hare and ring-necked pheasant in common,
and wood pigeon.

b) In areas where capercaille, black grouse and hazel hen are bred, it is
determined that the wild boar, red fox, pine marten, beech marten and
badger are hunted intensely all year round, and magpie and crow are
hunted in the permitted time, netting included.

9.2 In the hunting districts in Zone | of the national park:

a) The National Park Administration will not build feeding installations and
feed game and decoy them.

b) Individual reduction hunting of hoofed game will be preferred in
conformity with the game management plan in a hunting district;
depending on the game stock and the occurrence of natural
predators it should be gradually minimised and locally eliminated.

c) For reduction hunting, simple hunting facilities may be built from
natural materials, which will not be situated in the vicinity of marked
tourist paths.

9.3 In the hunting districts outside Zone | of the national park:

a) Game feeding is permitted in the time of famine in selected
locations (wintering structures, traditional winter resting haunts) to
an extent which eliminates any adverse impact on the health of
game and the threat of |ncreased damage to the ecosystems; grain
feeding is prohibited app between 20 D and the
end of February.

b) The construction and maintenance of feeding installations is
permitted in locations where there is no threat of excessive
damage caused by the game in the given environment.

c) The hunting of wild boars is permitted in decoy sites which are not
of a permanent nature. The sites must be established so as to
prevent any damage or adverse impact on the ecosystem.

d) The National Park Administration will not hunt red deer in wintering
structures except for weak, injured and undesired game.

) Hunting for all hind and calf is permitted after the closure of
wintering structures in the hunting period around these structures.

f) To achieve hunting efficiency, reduce hoofed game stock except for
the roe deer, and to ensure steadiness in winter periods, the so-
called drive hunt with quartering may be held ("the German hunting
method"); drive hunts with quartering must strictly follow pre-
defined rules and may be held in October and November in suitable
areas of the hunting districts where a high concentration of game is
assumed, in the presence of a higher number of shooters, beaters
and well-entered hunting dogs.

g) Preference is determined, regarding the hunt for wild boar, for the
hunting of gruntlings, piglets and hoggets, and with mature
animals, of wild sows except those who lead the troops.

h) The state authority of game management is recommended to grant
exceptions to some of the otherwise prohibited hunting methods,
as per Sect. 45 Par. 2 of the Game Management Act:

* Wild boar hunting in catching sets; it is recommended to support
the use of catching sets for the hunting of wild boar as per Sect. 45
Par. 1 Heading t), where wild boar can be deemed as undesired
given the current quantities, and it is therefore permitted to shoot
this game in the catching sets and wintering structures. The permit
should be expressly stated in the decision of the permit, or of the
order to regulate the stock of game as per Sect. 39 of the Game
